Q 1. What is the Rural Education Achievement Program- Rural, Low-Income School 
Program (REAP-RLIS)?  

 
A 1. The Rural Education- Rural, Low-Income School Program provides grant funds to rural

can apply for those funds through the NYSED Consolidated Application for ESSA-Funded 
Programs. As part of that application, LEAs will need to provide basic information about 
the planned program and supply NYSED with an FS-10 budget and budget narrative. 
 

Q 5. For what activities 
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A 9. An LEA can carryover up to 100% of allocated funds into the following school year. The 
period of availability for RLIS funds is 27 months. The funds must be obligated and 
expended in either the year of allocation or the succeeding year. Otherwise, the LEA
